+ In case of leakage from pipe or
% stove tighten the valve firmly to @
L\ avoid any incident.
+ |f gas leakage is from the valve
of cylinder keep the cylinder 20
meters away from the place and

empty it from its contents to
avoid fire.

+ All gas equipment should be

% checked properly.

&> * If you find the gas cylinder
blown up and expanded rush
to cool it with water.

+ Change old valves and pipes
and check them properly from
time to time.

+ In case of fire in the cylinder try
to tighten its valve if possible
